Lenoir City Police
Chief Don White said
the suspect who was
the subject of a four-
hour standoff at a
residence on Gayle
Avenue in Lenoir City
Monday afternoon
from a self-inflicted
gunshot wound to the
chest.

According to Chief
White, on Monday
LCPD Officer Jamie
Whitt went to 200
Gayle Avenue, Lenocir
City on a follow up
call and reported she
found the suspect
outside in the yard
and he ran around the
back of the residence
and she then heard
a gunshot from and
called for backup.
At that time Lenoir
City PD, and Loudon
County SD respond-

ed to the residence
and attempted to
make contact ev-
ery five minutes for
over 2 hours via cell
phone and house
phone. Those efforts
were unsuccessful
and at approximately
3:35pm neighbor-
ing residences were
evacuated from their
homes for safety as
the Blount County
SWAT Team came
on the scene. The
SWAT Team deployed
a flash bang device
inside the house as a
diversionary measure
so they could throw
the hostage phone
inside.
