Darknet known as Hansa
Market—required  months
of planning among law en-
forcement agencies around
the world and was one of the
most sophisticated coordi-
nated takedowns to date in
the fight against online crim-
inal activity.

The operation to seize Al-
phaBay’s servers and shut
down the site was led by the
FBI and involved the cooper-
ative efforts of law enforce-
ment authorities in Thailand,
the Netherlands, Lithuania,
Canada, the United King-
dom, and France, along with
the European law enforce-
ment agency Europol. [t is
expected that hundreds of
new investigations will be
generated worldwide as a re-
sult of the takedowns.

Europol played a centra
coordinating role in both
cases. in early July, days
before Alpha%a SErvers
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with representatives from the
FBI, the Drug Enforcement
Administration, and the De-
partment of Justice, along
with 1ts own members. The
command post was the cen-
tral hub for information ex-
change during the AlphaBay
operation.

In parallel to these oper-
ations, Europol hosted an
international  Cyberpatro
Action Week 1n June, where
more than 40 investigators
from 22 European Union
member states and repre-
sentatives from the FBI and
other U.S. law enforcement
agencies joined in an intel-
1gence-gathering  exercise
t0 map out criminality on
the Darknet. The focus was
on vendors and buyers who
were actively involved in the
online trade of illegal com-
modities including drugs,
weapons and explosives,
forged documents, and cyber
crime tools. Analysis of the
results and dissemination o

the resultant intelligence is
ongoing.
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
